Mayor McCormick called the meeting to order.  He announced that the purpose of this meeting is to discuss financial statements of April and May.  

Statements have been revised and updated.  Department heads have met and reviewed their expenses.  Mr. Terrell has assisted Mrs. Gulledge in making the statements more legible and easier to understand.  Questions were asked concerning certain line items and explained by department heads.

Mayor McCormick informed the council that in light of current announcements by Georgia-Pacific, he has cancelled the fire truck lease agreement and asked Mr. Harrison to hold off on the hiring of a maintenance employee.

Councilman Martinie requested that the recreation commission attend meeting in order to discuss job expectations and procedures.
